The meeting started at 1:32 PM with Open Meeting Act, Roll call, and the Consent Agenda:

The Consent Agenda includes Approving the Agenda, Meeting Minutes of the November 13, 2025

A motion was made by Kristy to approve the consent agenda as is and was seconded by Cheryl.

Old Business:

a. Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS) — CNEDD is required to update our
CEDS in 2026 by the Economic Development Association. Carla updated the board on where we
are in that process and the upcoming timeline. Her plan is to have the CEDS completed and
ready for approval by July, and it is due by September.

New Business:

a. Board Appointment — Carla discussed with the Board the vacant positions. Ed and Melissa’s
seats are not empty as of yet, but the one empty seat must be filled soon.

b. Nuisance Abatement/Vacant Property Registry Management — Carla updated the board on the
rollout of the nuisance abatement program. The Village of Ashton has filled out the application,
and a few other communities have reached out, but haven’t fully committed. The goal is to dive
into Ashton to get everything figured out, and then expand next year.

c. Center for Rural Affairs Referral Program — The CRFA is looking for partners for their business
loan program. Carla wanted to bring this opportunity before the board to see if it was
something they wanted to pursue. The program is still brand new and the board was hesitant on
how much work the Supporting Partner role would entail. Carla will ask further clarifying
guestions. The board ultimately decided to wait on implementation for more information.

d. Fee for Service-LB840 Administration — The City of Bassett might be looking for someone to do
the administration for their LB840. Carla reached out to the other districts seeing if any of them
offer this as a service to their communities, and how that works for them. While no one else has



specifically asked for this, it’s a potential fee-for-service. There is some work involved, along
with meeting attendance. The board is unsure of the bandwidth of the staff currently, and on
how it would be received by communities.

Reports:
a. NROC Impact Map — Carla wanted to show the board the updated impact map to show how the

Districts benefit the state. Carla is very proud of the map, and the story it tells of all the districts.

b. 6 Regions, 1 Nebraska — CNEDD was the applicant for the Northeast’s region of 6R1N, and
showed the board the new website that was part of that project.

c. Grants Update — Carla walked through the in-progress, written, closing out, and repurposed
grants list and answered questions where needed.

d. Housing Studies/Community Needs/Income Surveys — Deanna updated on all surveys/projects
recently closed, currently open, and upcoming.

Information Sharing:

Board members and guests present are free to share information about community and economic
development activities going on in their counties or communities. This is a valuable piece of our meeting
which allows others to learn about opportunities that they may want to replicate for their citizens.

Section 1:

ARTICLE Ill - EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Membership and Composition of Board of Directors

The membership of the Board of Directors shall consist of not less than seven (7) persons elected annually by the
Council of Officials and consist of elected or appointed officials from the Council of Officials membership. Elections will
be held annually for existing vacancies as a result of term limits. The Board composition will comply with the current
requirements set forth by the Economic Development Administration (EDA).
A. At least one (1) Board of Directors member shall be a representative of each of the following three (3)
regions:
1) Region One (1): Blaine, Boyd, Brown, Cherry, Keya Paha, Loup and Rock counties



2) Region Two (2): Garfield, Greeley, Holt, Valley and Wheeler counties
3) Region Three (3): Custer and Sherman counties

Section 2: Length of Terms of Board of Director Members

The terms of members of the Board of Directors shall be three years, except that at the inception one- third of the Board
shall serve for a period of one year, one-third for two years, and one-third for three years, and shall be determined by
lot. A member may serve two (2) consecutive terms and then must be off the Board for at least one (1) year prior to
further Board eligibility.

Section 6: Quorum
A quorum shall be present at any meeting of the Board of Directors with the presence of a simple majority of the

membership of that body.

Section 7: Vote Required for Action
Any action of the Board of Directors may be taken by a simple majority vote of the members present.

Section 8: Removal of Board Member

Any member elected or appointed by the Council of Officials may be removed by the Board of Directors whenever, in its
judgment, the best interest of the District would be served thereby. Any Board member missing three board meetings
during the 12-month fiscal year may be removed from the Board by a simple majority vote of the Board.

Section 9: Vacancy on the Board of Directors
A vacancy on the Board of Directors because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise shall be filled
by a vote of the Board of Directors.
